	Instructional Analysis  - Prior Knowledge  
Declarative Knowledge - Students should already know that…

1.  Stories can be fictional and non-fictional
2.  Stories are long and short.
3.  Stories teach a moral lesson.
Students should already know how to…

1.  List and describe characters in a story
2.  Explain what the story was about
3.  Identify the main idea of a story
Prior Knowledge Assessment Plan

Prior to the beginning of the lesson, the teacher will ask students if they have ever heard of Fables.  Depending on how many students are able to recognize a fable, the teacher will introduce the topic.  First with a non-fictional, and then with a fictional.  The students will raise their hands for any questions the class may have.   Everyone is expected to sit the carpet for reading time.    


	Instructional Analysis – Declarative Knowledge 

In this lesson, students will learn that….

1.  To identify text features such as illustration, captions, and heading.
2.   Using prior knowledge to identify the main idea of a story
3.   Every story has a purpose or meaning.


	Instructional Analysis – Procedural Knowledge 

In this lesson, students will learn how to….

1.  Compare and contract fictional to non-fictional stories.
2.  Distinguish the difference and similarities of characters.
3.  Illustrate the main idea or purpose.


	Interdisciplinary connections:  Social Studies/History/Science
Common Misunderstandings or Misconceptions:   Teacher will discuss the difference between fiction and nonfiction.  Teacher will discuss the difference between fact and opinion, what is real and a fable.
A common misunderstanding or thought process occurs about this topic when students confuse what a fiction and non-fiction corresponds real or a fairytales.  A misconception that often occurs is that students think that fables are the same as fairytales.
Plan to address these:
A power-point presentation that describes fiction and nonfiction differences.  A presentation on the internet on fables.   www.pbskids.org,           http://jgarcia2012.weebly.com/ 


	Learning Objectives: 
Knowledge - Students will describe the difference between a fiction and a nonfiction story.  Will be able to illustrate independent reading and identify characters from a fable.   Students will have the characteristics of fiction and nonfiction written on a chart to the whole class can read along when discussing fables.  Students will write information from the fable they read in their groups.  Graphic organizers help students organize and focus on particular information they need to look for in text they read.
Comprehension – Students will compare the difference between fiction and nonfiction.  Students will be encouraged to discuss in small groups their assigned story.  The students will retrieve information from the internet and develop summarize using their own words.  
Application –Students will apply to what have they learned and decide what information to use in their groups.   Students will explain to the rest of the class what have they discovered.
Analysis - Students will identify and describe the main idea, characters, and give a description of each with their groups.  Identify and use knowledge on author’s purpose.
Synthesis – Students will choose which stories they enjoy the best and present their information to the rest of the class.  Distinguish between fact and opinion.  Students will create and perform their own fable based on the similar theme that teaches a moral lesson on lying and the consequences.
Evaluation - Students will recommend to the rest of the class which story interested them the most.  Make inferences and draw conclusions.  Students will get into groups create, perform their own power-point and or make their own poster board and present it to the class.

	Assessment Plan 

Formative: 
1. Administer pre-assessment quiz.  
2.  Monitor students while in groups and assist students.
3. Assign reading passages with five questions on fiction and nonfiction.
Summative: 
1.  Students will be graded based on the rubric. 
2.  Students will be graded on presentation.
3.  Student will work on worksheets.
4.  Students will create a play and reenact in today’s times for final evaluation.

	Instructional Strategies
Reveal chart paper where the fiction and nonfiction characters are written.  Call on students to read the characters aloud.  After each character is presented, explain each characteristic and the difference of each.  Reveal the ready-made chart that contains everything they need to be listening for during the reading.  Explain to the students what they need to be listening when reading.  Read the story of a fiction and nonfiction.
How will you introduce the lesson? 

I will introduce the lesson by introducing prior knowledge.  Direct the students to the ready-made chart.  Ask the students who are the main characters, their characteristics, and what is the conflict or problem in the story.  Ask the students to explain the moral theme of the story.  Ask students if they understand and the difference between a fiction and nonfiction. Then write their responses to the ready-made chart after each question.  Discuss in further detail about fiction and nonfiction.
How will you teach concepts during the lesson? 
Explain to the students that they will be reading stories on fiction and nonfiction and will be completing a worksheet at the end.  Release the students to their perspective groups and ask the class monitor to pass the stories and graphic organizers.  Students will then read and discuss the stories in their groups.  Students will complete a graphic organizer.  Students that finish early may look on the white board for additional activities. 
How will you conclude the lesson? 

Ask the students for any volunteers that would like to share what they have learned about fiction and nonfiction.  Ask the students if any of the stories they read contained any characteristics of fiction and nonfiction.  Thank the students for their presentation and class discussions.  They will be getting a letter grade for the overall assignment.
Classroom & Technology Management Strategies
To ensure that students are on task, behaving, using technology appropriately and safely, the teacher will discuss rules, strategies, and important information that pertaining to technology usage.  Teacher will demonstrate what are good websites and blogs.  Teacher will constantly observe each student to ensure that student’s overall expectation and guidelines to follow are being met.  

	Learning Activities:
During the introduction of the power-point, students will be take notes and ask questions to enhance their knowledge.  Teacher and students will read short stories on fiction and nonfiction characters and describe the difference of each.  Students will read aloud and with their groups and discuss that the differences are.  
During the lesson, students will participate in the class and engage in finding related information on fictional and nonfictional stories.  Students will locate the information in the internet and gather with their groups discuss their findings.  
At the conclusion of the lesson, students will be asked about their experience and what moral issue did they learn.  They will be reinforced with a five questions worksheet that will help them understand the differences between fictional and nonfictional.  Student will be given an overall grade for participation and cooperation of the given material.

	Self-Evaluation: 
Need to monitor and adjust instruction and learning throughout the lesson.  Make content available and accessible to everyone.  Help students achieve their required standards and learning goals based on the NETS standards for both teachers and students.
Teacher NETS addressed:
